This course is placed in the section “Sociological analysis area”
with a more specialized edge and students take this course during
their third year.

The goal of the course is to introduce the students to the main ideas
of economic sociology developing the abilities assigned in the
section 3 of the “verifica” document. This introduction to the
different areas of sociological analysis aims at helping the student
to pick a particular professional field that orient the election of the
non-mandatory courses in his/her fourth year. This section
(“Sociological analysis area” ) is followed by “Areas de Desarrollo
Profesional”, which is composed of several mandatory and non-
mandatory courses. It is more specialized and attempts at offering
the student the possibility of acquiring abilities related to
professions where sociologists work. Related to these two sections,
we find “Practicas Externas”, which students take during the last
year.
