ID number 208/281/40052, on behalf and representation of the entity and in 
accordance with the conferred powers

Both parties acknowledge, in the capacity in which they respectively 
intervene, the necessary legal capacity for the execution of this Cooperative 
Academic Agreement and, accordingly,

PRIMERO. -

FIRST. That it is of interest to both parties to sign this Agreement, which aims to 
establish a framework for educational cooperation in the area of internships based 
on the figures defined in Royal Decree 592/2014, of July 11, which regulates the 
external academic internships of university students (BOE of July 30). That Royal 
Decree 1791/2010, of December 30 (BOE of December 31), which approves the 
Statute of University Students, establishes in Chapter VI, within the framework of 
university educational programming, external internships, their types, and their 
general characteristics.

FOURTH. - Pablo de Olavide University annually entrusts the Foundation with the 
management of activities related to the promotion of employability, 
entrepreneurship, and internships in companies. This includes, specifically, the 
program of external internships in companies: the recruitment of companies and 
collaborating entities, processing of agreements (Copedus), personalized support 
and advice to students, centers, and companies, processing of company offers and 
student applications through the Icaro platform, handling of documentation, 
monitoring of internships, processing of reports and satisfaction surveys, 
management of financial aspects, and dissemination of activities.

CLÁUSULAS

CLAUSES

PRIMERA. - Objeto

FIRST. - Purpose

The purpose of this Agreement is to regulate the collaboration between Pablo de 
Olavide University of Seville and Kanzlei Treibert in order to contribute, through 
their respective resources, to complete the education and develop the professional 
qualifications of university students, through the completion of internships. 
Likewise, Kanzlei Treibert will have the opportunity to voluntarily collaborate in the 
supervision of Final Undergraduate Degree Projects (TFG) and Final Master Degree 
Projects (TFM) of the students assigned to Kanzlei Treibert for this purpose.

The completion of these internships is subject, to the extent applicable, to the 
external internship regulations established by Pablo de Olavide University of Seville 
and to the rules that may modify or replace them in the future and/or to what is 
provided for in the official Bachelor's or Master's Degree program concerned



SEGUNDA. - Destinatarios

SECOND. - Recipients

Academic external internships may be carried out by:

a) Students enrolled in any official educational program offered by Pablo de
Olavide University of Seville.

b) Students from other Spanish or foreign universities who, under academic
mobility programs or agreements established between them, are studying at
Pablo de Olavide University of Seville.

TERCERA. - Modalidades de prácticas académicas externas

THIRD. - Types of Academic External Internships

The types of academic external internships that, under this Agreement, can be 
carried out by students of Pablo de Olavide University of Seville, are:

a) Curricular Internships, which are configured as academic activities
integrated into the academic programs.

b) Extracurricular Internships, which may be undertaken on a voluntary basis,
during their degree program and which, although having the same purpose
as curricular internships, are not part of the corresponding academic
program. However, they may be included in the European Diploma
Supplement, as determined by current applicable regulations.

CUARTA. Finalidad de las prácticas



FOURTH. - Purpose of the internships

The following objectives are intended to be achieved through the completion of 
external academic internships:

a) Contribute to the comprehensive education of students by complementing
their theoretical and practical learning.
b) Facilitate the understanding of the appropriate work methodology in the
professional reality in which the students will operate by contrasting and
applying the knowledge acquired.
c) Promote the development of technical, methodological, personal, and
participatory skills.
d) Obtain practical experience that facilitates integration into the job market
and improves future employability.
e) Foster values of innovation, creativity, and entrepreneurship.

QUINTA. - Duración y horario de realización de las prácticas

FIFTH. - Duration and schedule of the internships

The duration of the Curricular Internships will be established by the corresponding 
academic programs, however, they cannot exceed 60 credits. The Curricular 
Internships should be offered preferably in the second half of the degree program.



The duration of the Extracurricular Internships may exceed 50% of the academic 
year but only if it is found to be in the best interest of both the student and the 
company.

The period of time in which these internships will take place will be established, by 
mutual agreement, between Pablo de Olavide University, of Seville and the Kanzlei 
Treibert, respecting, in any case, the compatibility with the academic and learning 
activities of the student. Furthermore, compatibility will be sought with the 
representation and participation activities developed by the student at the 
University.

SEXTA. - Vinculación del/la estudiante con la entidad colaboradora

SIXTH. - Student's connection with the collaborating entity

Pablo de Olavide University, Sevilla and the Kanzlei Treibert will not acquire other 
obligations or commitments other than those established in this document. In 
particular, they will not lead to obligations of a labor contract or a statutory or 
functional relationship for the Kanzlei Treibert. 

Likewise, in the event that at the end of the internship the student joins the staff of 
the collaborating entity, the time of the internship will not be counted for seniority 
purposes, nor exempt from the trial period, except as established by the 
appropriate applicable Collective Agreement. In the area of public administrations, 
public law entities and other public bodies, the carrying out of external academic 
internships in these entities cannot be considered as merit to access public servant 
positions, nor will it be counted for seniority or recognition of previous services.



SÉPTIMA. - Adjudicación de las prácticas externas

SEVENTH. - Allocation of external internships 

The selection of students for the internships will be carried out by representatives 
of Pablo de Olavide University, of Seville designated for this purpose, with 
previously established objective criteria, ensuring, in any case, the principles of 
transparency, publicity, universal accessibility and equal opportunities. 

In the case of Extracurricular External Internships, the Kanzlei Treibert may 
intervene in such selection, if desired. 

OCTAVA. - Proyecto Formativo 

EIGHTH. - Formative Project 

Each internship will have a Formative Project in which the educational objectives 
and activities to be developed will be established. Its content is outlilned in 
Appendix I, attached to this Agreement 

NOVENA. - Tutorización 



NINTH. - Academic tutoring by the University and tutoring by the collaborating 
entity

Pablo de Olavide University, of Seville, will appoint an academic tutor for each 
student, who will be responsible for ensuring the progress of the Formative Project, 
monitoring the internship and evaluating it through an assessment report that will 
be issued at the end of the internship. Likewise, a tutor will be appointed by the 
Kanzlei Treibert who will organize the internship to be carried out in accordance 
with the provisions of the Formative Project and will abide by the rights and duties 
established in Appendix I of this Agreement.

DÉCIMA. - Deberes de la entidad colaboradora

TENTH. - Duties of the collaborating entity

The Kanzlei Treibert agrees to:

a) Facilitate the student's use of the material resources available in its facilities
which are necessary to carry out the internship, especially attending to the
needs of students with disabilities.

b) Inform the student of the safety regulations and occupational hazard
prevention measures.

c) Appoint a tutor for the monitoring of the student's internship.
d) Issue the compulsory reports regarding the internship carried out.
e) Allow the academic tutor of the University access to the premises where the

student is carrying out the internship, in the company of the person
designated by the Kanzlei Treibert, in accordance with the applicable
regulations.



f) Solely for Extracurricular External Internships, pay the student, as a grant or
assistance, an amount that will not be less than 300 euros per month, and
which will be determined in Appendix I of this Agreement.

UNDÉCIMA. - Deberes de la Universidad

ELEVENTH. - Duties of the University

Pablo de Olavide University agrees to:

a) Require students to comply with the Training Project, as well as the
obligations inherent to their status as an intern.
b) Inform the students participating in internships of the content and terms
of this agreement in all aspects that concern them, ensuring that the
students assume the duties of the internship program, as well as abide by
the applicable regulations.
c) Maintain confidentiality regarding internal information of the collaborating
entity and uphold professional secrecy regarding their activities during the
course of the internship.
d) Issue, if applicable, a certificate of completion of the internship.
e) Fulfill all obligations and act with the utmost diligence and promptness to
achieve the objectives of this program.

DUODÉCIMA. - Canon de gestión de prácticas

ELEVENTH. - Management fee for internships

Solely for Extracurricular Internships, the Kanzlei Treibert will pay Pablo de Olavide 

VAT, per student and month. Payment will be made by direct debit from the entity's 
bank account.



DECIMOTERCERA. - Rescisión anticipada de la práctica

TWELFTH. - Early termination of the internship

The intervening parties in this Agreement may communicate the early termination 

DECIMOCUARTA. - Comisión de seguimiento

THIRTEENTH. Monitoring committee

A Monitoring Committee is established, whose functions are to monitor and control 
the execution of the agreement, as well as the commitments acquired by the 
parties. It will also be responsible for resolving problems of interpretation and 
compliance that may arise.

This Committee will be formed by a representative appointed by Pablo de Olavide 
University, in the person of Patricia Benítez Guerra, Coordinator of Business 
Internships, and a representative appointed by Kanzlei Treibert, in the person of 
Ilona Treibert.

DECIMOQUINTA. - Modificación

FOURTEENTH. - Modification

In accordance with art. 49.h) of Law 40/15 of October 1 on the Legal Regime of the 
Public Sector, as no specific modification regime is established in this Agreement, it 
will be made by unanimous agreement of the parties. The modification procedure 
will be the same as that followed for approval.



DECIMOSEXTA. - Protección de datos 

FIFTEENTH. - Data protection 

Regarding the protection of personal data, compliance will be in accordance with 
Organic Law 3/2018 of December 5, on the Protection of Personal Data and 
Guarantee of Digital Rights, and Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European 
Parliament and of the Council of April 27, 2016, on the protection of individuals with 
regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, 
as well as any specific regulations applicable to each party. 

Appropriate technical and organizational measures must be implemented regarding 
the processing of personal data to ensure compliance with the aforementioned 
regulations. 

The signing parties of this Agreement undertake to maintain confidentiality 
regarding the information that may be accessed during the activities covered by it. 

As interested parties, they may exercise their rights of access, rectification, 
erasure, objection, restriction of processing, data portability, and not to be subject 
to automated decisions at any time. Regarding Pablo de Olavide University, these 
rights may be exercised by request through a form available at the following 
address: https://www.upo.es/portal/impe/web/contenido/5924756e-4508-11de-



a8ba-3fe5a96f4a88. Regarding the other party, these rights may be exercised 
through email kontakt@kanzlei-treibert.de. If applicable, the data subject may also 
file a complaint with the appropriate supervisory authority

Such data will be processed for the duration of this Collaboration Agreement 
between the parties and subsequently retained for the time necessary to fulfill the 
purpose for which they were collected and to determine any liabilities that may 
arise from said purpose.

DECIMOSÉPTIMA. - Duración del Convenio

SIXTEENTH. - Duration of the Agreement

This Agreement will take effect from the date of its signing and will have a 
maximum duration of four years providing there is no prior intent by either party, 
with at least a six-month notice prior to its expiration date, to cancel the 
agreement.

However, at any time before the end of the period provided for in the previous 
section, the signing parties may unanimously agree to extend it for up to four 
additional years or terminate it, as provided by article 49.h) of Law 40/15 of 
October 1 on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector.

DECIMOOCTAVA. - Extinción



SEVENTEENTH. - Termination

In accordance with article 51 of Law 40/2015 of October 1 on the Legal Regime of 
the Public Sector, this Agreement will terminate upon completion of the actions that 
constitute its purpose or by incurring a cause of termination.

The causes of termination are:
a) The expiration of the initial term of the agreement without its extension

being agreed to by both parties.
b) The unanimous agreement of the parties to terminate the agreement.
c) The breach of obligations and commitments by one of the parties.

In this case (c), either party may notify the defaulting party of a requirement to 
comply within a certain period with the obligations or commitments that are 
considered to be breached. This requirement will be communicated to the 
Monitoring Commission and the other signatory parties. If the breach persists after 
the deadline indicated in the requirement, the party that issued it will notify the 
signatory parties of the cause of termination, and the agreement will be considered 
terminated.

d) By a court decision declaring the nullity of the agreement.

If any of these causes of termination exist while ongoing activities are being 
executed, the parties, at the proposal of the Monitoring Commission, may agree to 
continue and complete those that are considered appropriate, establishing a non-
extendable period for their completion, as provided for in article 52.3 of Law 
40/2015 of October 1 on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector.

DECIMONOVENA. - Entrada en vigor y eficacia

EIGHTEENTH. - Entry into force and effectiveness

This Specific Collaborative Agreement will take effect on the day of its signing. If 
this takes place before the approval by the Governing Council of Pablo de Olavide 
University, its effectiveness will be subject to ratification by this latter approval.



VIGÉSIMA. - Régimen jurídico y jurisdicción 

NINETEENTH. - Legal regime and jurisdiction

This Agreement has an administrative nature, and its legal regime is determined by 
Law 40/2015 of October 1 on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector, as well as by 
its own clauses. Since administrative agreements cannot have as their object the
provision of services characteristic of contracts, the application of the Law on Public 
Sector Contracts is excluded.

When discrepancies regarding the interpretation and compliance of the agreement 
cannot be resolved within its Monitoring Commission, they will be submitted to the 
contentious-administrative jurisdiction.

And, in testimony of conformity with the above, this Cooperative Educational 
Agreement is signed in duplicate and for a single purpose, regulating external 
academic internships, at the place and date indicated above.
